	A comprehensive inspection of all buildings and grounds is conducted by an in-house or contracted professional pest manager for defects including cracks, crevices, and other pest entryways, food moisture sources, damage of structural elements, or signs of pest presence. A report of all findings is made and corrective actions are identified.
	

	
	All pesticide applications are made by State trained and/or certified personnel
	

	
	Pesticides are not applied on a routine or regular schedule
	

	
	All pesticide applications are made only after detection and verification of a pest problem, accurate identification of the pest and determination that pesticides are the best option for control at this time. 
	

	
	At least a preliminary review of pesticide use practices in school buildings or grounds is conducted to evaluate pesticide risks.  This information is used to set priorities for reducing or replacing high-risk pesticides and use practices.
